Texture blending is the process of creatively blending textures and over-
lays over various parts of the photo so that the texture looks like it belongs
with the photo and wasn’t just pasted on it. The key is to pick the right
subject for the blend, as well as using the right techniques so that the tex-
ture ads to the photo and doesn’t overpower the image.
